The Company recognizes loss allowance for expected credit losses on the following financial
instruments that are not measured at FVTPL

- Trade and other receivables;

- Due from related party.

With the exception of purchased or originated credit impaired (POCI) financial assets (which are
considered separately below), ECLs are required to be measured through a loss allowance at an
amount equal to:

These are measured as
the present value of the difference between the cash flow to the Company under the contract and
the cash flows that the Company expects to receive arising from weighting of multiple future
economic scenarios. Discounted at the asset's EIR.

Loss allowance for financial investments measured at amortized costs are deducted from gross
carrying amount of assets. For debt securities a FVTOCI, the loss allowance is recognized in the
OCI, instead of reducing the carrying amount of the asset.

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial asset has increased significantly since
initial recognition and when estimating ECLs, the Company considers reasonable and supportable
information that is relevant and available without undue costs or effort. This includes both
quantitative and qualitative including forward-looking information.

For certain categories of financial assets, assets that are assessed not to be impaired individually
are. in addition, assessed for impairment on a collective basis. Objective evidence of impairment
for a portfolio of receivables could include the Company’s past experience of collecting payments,
an increase in the number of delayed payments in the portfolio as well as observable changes in
national or local economic conditions that correlate with default on receivables.

Impairment losses related to cash and bank balances, trade and other receivables and due from a
related party, are presented separately in the interim consolidated statement of income and other
comprehensive income
The Company considers a debt security to have low credit risk when its credit risk rating is
equivalent to the globally understood definition of the grade of the investment
Measurement of ECL
The Company employs statistical models for ECL calculations. ECLs are a probability-weighted
estimate of credit losses. For measuring ECL under IFRS 9, the key input would be the term
structure of the following variables.

e Probability of default (PD);

o Loss given default (LGD); and

o Exposure at default (EAD).

These parameters will be derived from our internally developed statistical models and other
historical data. They will be adjusted to reflect forward — looking information.

Credit-impaired financial assets

A financial asset is credit-impaired when one or more events that have a detrimental impact on the
estimated future cash flows of the financial assets have occurred. Credit-impaired financial assets
are referred to stage 3 assets. At each reporting date, the Company assesses whether financial assets
carried at amortized costs and debt securities at FVTOCI at credit-impaired. A financial asset is
credit impaired when one or more events that have a detrimental impact in the estimated future
cash flows of the financial asset have occurred.

Presentation of allowance for ECL are presented in the financial information
Loss allowances for ECL are presented in the financial information as follows:

For financial assets measured at amortized cost (loans and advances, cash and bank balances): as a
deduction from the gross carrying amount of the assets.

For debt instruments measured at FVTOCI no loss allowance is recognized in the interim
consolidated statement of financial position as the carrying amount is at fair value. However, the
less allowance is included as part of the revaluation amount in re-evaluation reserve and recognized
in other comprehensive income.

Business model assessment

Classification and measurement of financial assets depends on the results of the SPPI and the
business model test. The Company determines the business model at a level that reflects how
Company s of financial assets were managed together to achieve a particular business objective.
This assessment includes judgments reflecting all relevant evidence including how the performance
of the assets is evaluated and their performance measured, the risks that affect the performance of
the assets and how these are managed and how the managers of f he assets are compensated.
Monitoring is part of the Company s continues assessment of whether the business model for which
the remaining financial assets are held continues to be appropriate and .if it is not appropriate
whether there has been a change in business model and so a prospective change to the classification
of those assets.

Significant increase of credit risk

ECLs are measured as an allowance equal to 12-month ECL for stagel assets, or lifetime ECL
assets for stage 2 or stage 3 assets. An asset moves to stage 2 when its credit risk has increased
significantly since initial recognition. IFRS 9 does not define what constitutes a significant increase
in credit risk. In assessing whether the credit risk of an asset has significantly increased the
Company takes into account qualitative and quantitative reasonable and supportable forward
looking information.

Establishing Company s of assets with similar credit risk characteristics

When ECLs are measured on a collective basis, the financial instruments are Company collected on
the basis of shared risk characteristics (e g, instrument type, credit risk grade, collateral type, date
of initial recognition, remaining term to maturity, industry, geographic location of the borrower,
etc.). The Company monitors the appropriateness of the credit risk characteristics on an ongoing
basis to assess whether they continue to be similar. This is required in order to ensure that should
credit risk characteristics change there is appropriate re-segmentation of the assets.
