NOTES TO THE CONDENSED INTERIM FINANCIAL INFORMATION

1. General
Islamic International Arab Bank a Public Shareholding Limited Company was established
on March 30, 1997 in accordance with the company’s law No. (22) of 1997.

The Bank provides all banking, financial, and investment activities that comply with Islamic
Shari‘a standards through its headquarters and its 47 branches inside the Kingdom. The
Bank’s transactions are governed by the applicable Bank’s Law.

The authorized and paid-up capital of the bank is JD 100 million, distributed over 100
million shares, with a nominal value of JD 1 per share.

The Islamic International Arab Bank is wholly owned by the Arab Bank.

The condensed interim financial statements were authorized for issue by the Bank’s Board
of Directors in their meeting number (3) date April 26, 2026.

2. Significant Accounting Policies
a. Basis of Preparation of the Interim Condensed Financial Statements:

- The accompanying condensed interim financial statements of the Bank have been
prepared in accordance with the Financial Accounting standards issued by the
Accounting and Auditing Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions (AAOIFI), as
adopted by the Central Bank of Jordan. In the absence of Accounting Standards issued
by the Accounting and Auditing Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions relating
to financial statements items, the International Financial Reporting Standards and
related interpretations are applied in conformity with the Shari'a standards, until Islamic
Standards are issued to replace them.

The condensed interim financial information was prepared on the historical cost basis
except for financial assets at the fair value through shareholders’ equity and financial
assets at fair value through joint investment accounts holders’ equity, which are
recognized at fair value at the date of the condensed interim financial information.

The condensed interim financial information has been presented in Jordanian Dinars
(JD), which is the functional currency of the Bank.

The Bank applies the principle of mixing shareholders equity with the joint investment
accounts holder’s equity starting from May 2013, while retaining the investments
financed by the shareholders equity (self) until maturity.

The items in the statement of financial position and the income statement are presented
and disclosed in accordance with the disclosure requirements issued by the Accounting
and Auditing Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions (AAOIFI) and the illustrative
templates issued by the Central Bank of Jordan.

- The main differences between the Islamic Accounting Standards issued by the
Accounting and Auditing Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions and what has
been adapted by the Central Bank of Jordan are as follows:

First: Provisions for expected credit losses are made in accordance with FAS (30)
issued by the Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions and according to the
instructions of the Central Bank of Jordan, whichever is stricter, the major differences
are as follows:

e Sukuk issued or guaranteed by the Jordanian Government are excluded so that
credit exposures on the Jordanian Government and exposures guaranteed by it are
exempted from credit losses.



¢ When calculating credit losses against credit exposures, the results are compared
according to FAS (30) issued by Organization for Islamic Financial Institutions with
the instructions of the Central Bank of Jordan No. (8/2024) dated June 30, 2024
for each stage separately. The strictest result is selected.

e Revenue and commissions are suspended on non-performing credit financing
granted to clients in accordance with the Central Bank of Jordan instructions.

e In some special cases, the Central Bank approves certain arrangements for
calculating and recording a provision for expected credit losses to credit facility
customers over a specified period.

Second:
Assets seized by the Bank against debts are disclosed in the statement of financial
position under other assets, and recorded using the acquisition value or fair value,
whichever is lower, and they are reevaluated individually at the date of the financial
information, and any impairment in value is recorded in the income statement; any
increase is not recorded as revenue. Any subsequent increase in fair value is recorded
in the income statement and statement of comprehensive income to the extent that it
does not exceed the value of the decrease that has been previously recorded. Also, a
gradual provision is to be recorded against the assets seized against debts, according
to the Circular of the Central Bank of Jordan No. 10/3/13246 dated on September 2,
2021 as (5%) of the total book value of these properties starting from the year 2022 so
as to achieve the required percentage at a rate of (50%) for these properties by the
end of the year 2030. On October 10, 2022, a subsequent circular was issued by the
Central Bank of Jordan canceling the booking of provisions against “assets seized by the
Bank in violation of the Banking Law No. 28 of 2000 and its amendments” and requested
keeping existing provisions against assets seized by the bank in violation of the banking
Ic?w, an?I to only release existing provisions against any of the violating properties upon
isposal.

The distinction between what pertains to equity and what pertains to quasi-equity is
taken into account.

The definition of quasi-equity represents a broader concept that includes “unrestricted
investment accounts” and other transactions based on similar structures.

The definition of off-balance sheet assets under management represents a broader
concept that includes restricted investment accounts, investment agency and other
assets under management, according to the amended Islamic Financial Accounting
Standard No. (1).

The condensed interim financial information, does not contain all the information and
explanations required for the annual financial statements prepared in accordance with
the principles of Islamic Law in accordance with Accounting Standards and Islamic
financial standards in the Accounting and Auditing Organization for Islamic Financial
Institutions as adopted by the Central Bank and should be read with the annual report
of the Bank as of December 31, 2025. The business results for the period for the three
months ended on March 31, 2026, are not necessarily an indication of the expected
results for the year ending on December 31, 2026, and the allocation were not made
on the income for the period for the three months ending on March 31, 2026, which are
made at the end of the fiscal year.
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b. Changes in Accounting Policies:

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim condensed financial
information are consistent with those used in preparing the annual financial statements
for the year ended December 31, 2025.

Standards which became effective as of the beginning of the year 2026 and have had
no impact, as they were applied in the comparative figures:

Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 45, “Quasi-Equity (including
Investment Accounts)”.

FAS 45 sets out the financial reporting principles relating to instruments classified as
quasi-equity, such as investment accounts and similar instruments invested with Islamic
financial institutions. The Standard develops and enhances the requirements on quasi-
equity previously included in FAS No. 27, “"Investment Accounts,” and achieves better
consistency with AAOIFI's Conceptual Framework for Financial Reporting and FAS No.
1, “General Presentation and Disclosure in the Financial Statements.”

Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 46, “Off-Balance-Sheet Assets Under
Management”.

This Standard aims to establish financial reporting principles for off-balance-sheet
assets under management in a manner consistent with AAOIFI’'s Conceptual Framework
for Financial Reporting, and it develops and enhances the requirements set out in earlier
standards.

Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 47, “Transfers of Assets between
Investment Pools”.

FAS 47 replaces the previously issued FAS No. 21, “"Disclosure of Transfers of Assets,”
and introduces enhancements to it. The Standard aims to establish financial reporting
principles and disclosure requirements applicable to all transfers of assets between
investment pools (and, where material, between their significant classes) relating to
owners’ equity, quasi-equity, and off-balance-sheet assets under management within
an Islamic financial institution. It also requires the adoption of accounting policies for
such transfers and their consistent application in accordance with Shariah principles and
rulings, and sets out general disclosure requirements to achieve a higher level of
transparency.

Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 48, “"Promotional Gifts and Prizes”.
This Standard sets out the accounting principles that Islamic financial institutions should
apply when dealing with promotional gifts granted to customers, and rewards and
prizes—whether offered to customers generally or to quasi-equity holders and holders
of participatory investment accounts. It addresses the recognition, measurement,
presentation, and disclosure of such gifts and rewards in the financial statements in a
manner consistent with Islamic Shariah principles and sound accounting practices.

Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 49, “Financial Reporting for Institutions
Operating in Hyperinflationary Economies”.

This Standard sets out the fundamental accounting principles that Islamic financial
institutions must follow when preparing financial statements in economic environments
experiencing hyperinflation. It aims to enhance transparency, improve comparability
across periods, and align accounting treatment with the harsh economic reality of such
environments.
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3. Uses of Estimates

The preparation of the condensed interim financial information and application of
accounting policies requires the Bank’s management to perform estimates and make
assumptions that affect the amounts of financial assets and financial liabilities, fair value
reserve and disclosure of contingent liabilities. These estimates and assumptions also
affect revenue, expenses and provisions as well as the changes in fair value reported in
the statement of other comprehensive income. In particular, the Bank’s management is
required to make significant judgements for estimating the amounts and timing of future
cash flows. Moreover, the said assessments are necessarily based on several
assumptions and factors with varying degrees of estimation and uncertainty.
Furthermore, the actual results may differ from the estimates due to the changes
resulting from the conditions of such estimates in the future. In the opinion of
management, the estimates used in the condensed interim financial information are
reasonable.

Management believes that the estimates included in the condensed interim financial
information are reasonable and consistent with estimates approved in the preparation
of the annual financial statements of the Bank for the year 2025 except for the estimates
related to the Wa'ad Bil Sarf agreement.

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21. Standards issued but not yet effective
- Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 50, “Financial Reporting for Islamic
Investment Institutions (including Investment Funds)”.

This Standard replaces FAS No. 14 and aims to establish the financial reporting principles and
standards applicable to Islamic investment institutions, including investment funds. It sets out
the accounting principles for the preparation and presentation of the financial statements of
Islamic investment institutions, how investment items are to be recognized and measured, and
the disclosure requirements needed to ensure transparency and consistency of financial
information for users of the financial statements.

The Standard will be applied as of January 1, 2027.
- Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 51, “Participatory Ventures”.

This Standard replaces the previously issued FAS No. 3, "Mudarabah Financing,” and FAS No.
4, “Musharakah Financing.” It sets out the accounting and financial reporting principles for
recognition, measurement, presentation, and disclosure to be applied in relation to
participatory ventures (including common structures/products based on mudarabah and
musharakah).

The Standard will be applied as of January 1, 2027, with early adoption recommended.

- Islamic Financial Accounting Standard (FAS) No. 52, “Deferred Delivery Sales - Salam and

rn

Istisna’a”.

This Standard replaces FAS No. 7, “Salam and Parallel Salam,” and FAS No. 10, “Istisna’a and
Parallel Istisna‘a.” It unifies the accounting treatment for deferred delivery contracts to enhance
transparency and consistency in the financial statements, and it also clarifies the accounting
treatment for parallel contracts.

The Standard will be applied as of January 1, 2027, with early adoption recommended.
