e The value of total exports during the first quarter in 2026 amounted to JD 2,690 million,
a slight decrease of 0.4%, compared to the same period in 2025. The value of national
exports reached JD 2,129 million, an increase of 1.6%, compared to the same period in
2025. The value of re-exports amounted to JD 561 million, a decrease of 7.1%, compared
to the same period in 2025. As for imports, their value reached JD 4,597 million during the
first quarter in 2026, a decrease of 2.9%, compared to the same period in 2025.

» The unemployment rate among the total population in the Kingdom, including Jordanians
and non-Jordanians, declined to 16.1%, representing a decrease of 0.5 percentage points
compared with the first quarter of 2025.

e Minister of Planning and International Cooperation Zeina Toukan and the EU Commissioner
for the Mediterranean Dubravka Suica signed three grant agreements with a total value
of €135 million. The agreements include a €30 million grant for the Human Capital
Development Program, which aims to strengthen education and technical and vocational
training, improve access to social services, and increase the participation of women,
youth, and persons with disabilities in the labor market and decision-making processes.
A second grant agreement of €25 million was signed to implement the Integrated Border
Management Project, supporting Jordan’s efforts in border management and enhancing
its capacity to respond effectively to emerging challenges through advanced digital and
technological solutions. The third grant agreement, of €80 million, was signed to support
Syrian refugees in Jordan, ensuring the continuation of services for both refugees and
host communities.

Foreign reserves are a key indicator of an economy's robustness and its ability
to withstand external shocks, mainly given the challenges related to global interest rates,
geopolitical tensions, and slowing growth in several global economies.
